‘a’ before each one of them.

When we talk of a
particular person or thing, we use "the’.

Examples: (i) Give me abook. (any book)
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Give me the book you are reading. (a particular book)

Open the box behind you. (a particular box)

Remember:

*  We say 'an honest man' because honest begins with the vowel
sound 'o' as in 'orange'. So we put 'an' before honest. (The
letter'n'is silent in the world 'honest')

Examples : an hour, an honour.

*  We say 'a uniform' because uniform begins with the consonant
sound 'yoo'. So we put 'a' before the word 'uniform’.

Examples : a useful animal, a utensil.

* We say 'a one-rupee coin' because 'one' begins with the
consonant sound 'wa'. So we put 'a' before 'one-rupee’.

Examples : a one hundred rupee note.

These are some exceptions.
