'Rahul' is the subject because the sentence is about 'Rahul'
 'likes playing football' is the predicate because it tells us about the

action of subject 'Rahul'

The part of the sentence that tells us what or whom the
sentence is about is called the Subject.
The part of the sentence that tells us something about the

subjectis called Predicate.
