* Assertive Sentence is a sentence that states a fact. Such sentences are
simple statements. They state, assert, or declare something.

Example: 1. Pariisbeautiful.
2.  Wearegoingto school.

*  Imperative Sentence is a sentence which gives a command, makes a
request, or expresses a wish.

Example: 1. Gotoyourroom. (anorder)
2.  Pleaselend me yourbook. (arequest)

3. Haveagoodtime atthe picnic. (a wish)

*  Exclamatory Sentence is a sentence that expresses sudden and strong
feelings, such as surprise, wonder, pity, sympathy, happiness, or gratitude.

Example: 1. Whatashame! (surprise)

Degrees of Adjectives
There are three degree of adjectives :-

1. Positive Adjective
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2.  Comparative Adjective

3.  Superlative Adjective

Positive Adjective
Itis a simple form of adjective. No comparison is made when itis used.
Example: 1. Afoxisacleveranimal

2. Soniais agood girl.

Comparative Adjective

Comparative adjectives are used to express characteristic of one thing in
comparison to another thing (one thing). It makes comparison between two
things (only two things not more than two)

Word 'than' is mostly used after comparative adjective
but sometimes other words like 'to' may be used
after comparative adjective.
Examples: 1. Sheistallerthan Meena.
2. Acupis smallerthan aglass.
3. Heisjuniorto me.

4. Jammu and Kashmiris more beautiful than Ooty.

Superlative Adjective
Superlative is the highest degree of a thing in comparison to other things.

A superlative adjective means that an object is surpassing all others (things
in comparison) in quality or characteristic.

For example, Rajneesh is the most intelligent student in his class. It means
Rajneesh is surpassing all other students in his class and no student in his
classis as intelligent as Rajneesh.

* Article 'the' is used before superlative degree. 'In' or 'of’ etc. is used
after the superlative and modifying noun in sentence.
